The Reality of Sudanese life...

The United Nations said Thursday it strongly condemned the weekend
attack on a village in south Sudan which left 100 people dead. It also
expressed mounting concern about the escalating violence in the vast
region as the country headed towards an April 2010 national election
and a referendum scheduled for 2011 in southern Sudan. Tribesmen
from the Lou Nuer ethnic group raided the Dinka Hol village of Duk
Padiet in Jonglei state, forcing a company of Sudan People’s Liberation
Army soldiers based there to fleee. Some recent attacks have
deliberately targeted women and children and have had little or
nothing to do with cattle rustling, a traditional cause of violence
between neighbouring tribes and ethnic groups in the region . More
than 2000 people have died and 250000 been displaced in inter-tribal
violence across the south since January, with the rate of violent deaths
now exceeding that of war-torn Darfur in west Sudan. The United
Nations Mission in Sudan monitors the implementation of the 2005
Comprehensive Peace Agreement that ended 22 years of deadly civil
war between the north and south of Sudan. Under that deal, the
south has a six-year transitional period
of regional autonomy and takes part in
a unity government until a 2001
referendum on self-determination.
However, north-south tensions remain
high, with Sudan still divided by
religious, ethnic and ideological
differences.
