Due to the strong influence of Eastern Europe places like the Yucatan, 

Mexico are inundated with Roman Catholicism.  If you combine that with the 

still prevalent ancient Mayan beliefs, this part of Mexico is very difficult place 

to minister.  There is also the influence of tourism that has brought an 

undertow of materialism to this very beautiful state.   

The language is very interesting.  The Spanish spoken in Yucatan is easily 

identifiable. This is due to the confluence of Spanish and the Mayan 

language, which is still spoken by a third of the population of the state, 

especially in rural areas. The Mayan language is very melodic, full of "x" 

sounds ("x" is pronounced "sh" in the Mayan language).  

It is to these people, her native people, that Rebeca Seals is called.  Rebeca 

has an extensive ministry with the children of the Yucatan, as well as, to the 

pastors of the area.
