but I was relieved to see this man talking to Chip (one of our Rock of Ages missionaries). He
told Chip that when he got back to his cell, the conviction was so heavy that he said to himself, “1
can’t wait until tomorrow. [’ve got to get rid of this hate and anger.” So he got on his knees by
his bunk and confessed his sins and asked Jesus Christ to be His Saviour. The “no peace of the
wicked” was triumphed by the God of peace.

It is our ongoing prayer for the power of God to be in our preaching and witnessing, to bring
conviction to the hearers of God’s Word. Please pray with us in this most urgent matter.

Micki and I are extremely grateful to you for all that you so faithfully do for us as your prison
missionaries. We pray as they say in prison, that you will be “blessed and highly favored” during
the holiday season and the coming year.
