community. We loved it! It really couldn't get any better.

We made the second purchase the end of 2007 and we thought we were home free only to be
confronted with municipal red tape and a few residents who, out of fear, felt the need to object.
We have been through two municipal applications - very time consuming and expensive

- and are now headed to a final appeals court - even more expensive.

The good news is this:

1. We are going to have a hearing on March 9, 2010 - at least three months sooner than we were
told - at which time a definite and final decision will be made.

2. On paper, everything favors our application. Our lawyer is very bullish about our prospects.
He has worked on applications involving this piece of land before and recognizes our intent as

more favorable than the others, whose applications were granted.

3. The Town Council, representing the opposing side, has not gotten their paper work together
and may not be ready for a court hearing. In that case, only our side will be heard.

4. We have paid cash every step of the way.
The prayer request is:
Pray for that God would be glorified in this hearing and the resulting decision.

Thank you for your faithful support and for believing in this ministry. With you behind us we
haven't been alone in our frustration and we won't be alone in our success.
